Question and Answer Session – January 20, 2010
Question: Do all members of the Quality Improvement Learning Teams (QuILTs) need to attend all meetings?
Answer: No, not all members of the QuILTs need to attend all meetings. However, a team of 2-3 people should attend. Ideally, there should be clinical and administrative representation at QuILT meetings. 

Question: Will the “every other month meeting” be face-to-face or by conference call?

Answer: From feedback we received from QuILTs members from Cohort 1, face-to-face meetings are the most productive. Depending on the locations of Cohort 2 QuILTs, meetings will be held in a convenient location for everyone.

Question: How many grants are available?

Answer: There are three $10,000 grants available.
Question: Is the Readiness Survey part of the four page narrative?
Answer: No, the readiness survey is not part of the four page narrative, however, it needs to be part of your organization’s proposal appendix. The proposal appendices will include the budget template, Readiness Survey, and participant resumes.
Question: Can the budget template, proposal coversheet and readiness survey be sent as a word document?

Answer: Yes, the budget template, proposal coversheet and readiness survey will be sent out to people who attended the Q&A Session automatically. Question: When is the cut off date for questions?
Answer: Questions can be submitted until 5:00 PM on February 9, 2010. 

Question: Is a letter of intent required? 

Answer: No, but we ask that organizations that are interested in applying for funding e-mail Lea Ayers LaFave at lea_ayers-lafave@jsi.com with your interest.

Question: Can you elaborate on the frequency and location of the Multistate Collaborative meeting where staff would need to be present?
 

Answer: 

1. QuILT meetings will occur every other month, beginning with the kick-ff meeting in March. So, the subsequent meetings will be held in May, July, Sept, Nov 2010, and Jan, March 2011. The locations have not been established yet, but will depend upon who the QuILTs are. We are committed to making attendance as easy as possible for all members. This may mean that meetings will rotate around to various settings, or we may be able to meet at a central location. 

 

2. In addition, QuILT members must attend the MLC-3 site visit on April 12th, in Bedford, NH. 

 

3. And there will be an opportunity for one member of each QuILT to attend each of the two (as yet unscheduled) national grantee meetings, and a site visit to one of our partner states. The next grantee meeting will probably be in late summer or early fall.
